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Community Impact  -  Grade school students in the Fargo Public School District 
participate with the Creative Art Studio program. They showcase their creative talents 
through artwork projects throughout the school year. Increasing the self-esteem and 
creativity of our youth are just two outcomes of this incredible project.  Students' teachers 
send home the artwork with a permission slip. The slip is signed by the parent and the 
student which gives City Art Gallery for Children permission to use their artwork. The 
JLFM scans, frames and hangs this artwork all over the city via business participants. The 
City Art Gallery for Children makes a strong statement of the importance of children and 
the arts in this community.   

Leasing plans - The artwork is leased by the business participant. Every six months, 
JLFM members rotate the artwork so their walls are always showcasing new student art. 
Businesses can sign up for 2 pictures at $150 annually or they can sign up for 4 pictures 
at $250 annually or they can sign up for a combination of these two plans.  

Where does the money go? - Over the last decade, Creative Art Studio collected the 
leasing dollars from participating businesses and contributed 50% to JLFM. The 
remaining 50% remained at Creative Art Studio for children’s programming.  

Last year, Creative Art Studio asked the JLFM take over the entire program which 
includes soliciting new businesses, rotating the artwork, billing and collecting the leasing 
fees. The dollars we raise through the fundraisers including Creative Art Studio goes 
toward the operating budget. JLFM currently collects 100% of the leasing plan money. We 
have asked that the Creative Art Studio program submit grants annually to the JLFM 
requesting funding so we can continue to give back to this program.  As of November 1st, 
we have a total of 33 businesses participating in the City Art Gallery for Kids.  For budget 
purposes, we are still looking for an additional 35 businesses to participate in this 
fundraising and art enrichment opportunity. Please submit your business contacts of those 
you feel would enjoy this opportunity to Stephanie Leach or Megan Williams.
